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Unfortunately, in recent years we have seen an increase in petrified addicts and beggars on the 
streets of Middlesbrough town centre while not wearing proper clothes, sitting or walking around town 
centre demanding money from people and the police and the council are not trying to gather them, 
doing such anti-social behaviour and movements that are tarnishing the image of the city.  We have 
not seen any police or council program to collect these people at all. These people sometimes force 
citizens to help them financially.  In the past, the police used to collect these people, but everyone 
says that neither the police nor the council haven't had any serious plans or decisions for these 
people for several years.
